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Executive summary

The Oxford-Royal College of General Practitioners (RCGP) Research & Surveillance Centre (RSC) has
been collaborating with the UK Health Security Agency (UKHSA) on infectious disease surveillance in
primary care for over 50 years. For over half a century, the RSC has produced a Weekly Return of
respiratory diseases and other infectious disease surveillance, along with an Annual Report
summarising network changes and surveillance highlights of the year. This annual report covers the
activities of the RCGP RSC during the 2021/22 season, spanning from the 10" of May 2021 to the 8t
of May 2022 (International Standards Organisation (ISO) Week 19 of 2021 to ISO Week 18 of 2022).

The COVID-19 pandemic persisted into the 2021/22 season, and the RSC continued to respond with
a range of activities. While the incidence of the 38 RSC-monitored communicable and respiratory
conditions remained below the 5-year average during the 2020/21 season, many conditions began
returning to normal levels in the 2021/22 season, particularly in 2022.

For virological surveillance, the RSC progressively reintroduced testing for viruses other than COVID-
19. We also continued asymptomatic COVID-19 testing through serology sampling through the
2021/22 season.

The Moderna COVID-19 vaccine was introduced in the UK as part of Phase 2 of the COVID-19
vaccination program on 13 April 2021. The RSC continued to support the vaccine effectiveness
studies conducted by the UKHSA, particularly focusing on the effectiveness of COVID-19 vaccines
during this season. The RSC continued its assessment of disparities in the clinical presentation of
diseases, vaccine uptake and episode typing during this season.

The RSC’s general practice network continued to expand during the 2021/22 season, reaching
5,127,735 registered patients from 499 practices in week 18 of 2022, compared to 4,525,159
registered patients across 462 practices by week 18 of 2021. We provided member practices with
the opportunity to participate in research studies, including trials, particularly those related to
COVID-19 during this season.

The RSC implemented a range of activities, for example, the reintroduction of virology sampling for
influenza, in the 2021/22 season. We are committed to continuing our surveillance work and
contributing to public health in England.



1. Introduction

Welcome to the Oxford-Royal College of General Practitioners (RCGP) Research and Surveillance
Centre’s (RSC) Annual Report for 2021-2022. This is our 55" year of infectious disease surveillance in
primary care in England . For over half a century, the RSC has produced a Weekly Return of
respiratory diseases and other infectious disease surveillance, along with an Annual Report
summarising network changes and surveillance highlights of the year. The network's primary area of
interest was the surveillance of influenza,? which was extended to include COVID-19 after the
outbreak of the pandemic in March 2020. The principal elements of RSC’s work are infectious
disease surveillance, virology and serology sampling and vaccine effectiveness studies.

Oxford-RCGP RSC reports the incidence rate of 38 monitored communicable and respiratory
conditions in the member practices every week. This surveillance is facilitated by the routinely
collected computerised medical records (CMRs) in participating general practices. We detect any
abnormal trends in disease incidence and alert participating practices and the UK Health Security
Agency (UKHSA) to the potential risk of a disease outbreak. Note that UKHSA formally took over
from Public Health England (PHE) on 1% October 2021, at the start of the 2021/22 season. In addition
to disease surveillance supported by CMR, RSC actively collects virology and serology samples from
member practices to enhance its respiratory disease surveillance. RSC also shared CMR data to
support the vaccine effectiveness analyses carried out by UKHSA and some other research projects.

The number of RSC’s participating general practices continued to increase this year. RSC maintains a
close relationship with member practices and benefits them in multiple ways. At the beginning of
each surveillance season, a commissioning letter signed off by RSC and UKHSA, detailing the
activities within RSC, is shared with all participating practices. Every week, RSC communicates
network updates to member practices through a newsletter. RSC also provides publicly available
virology and serology dashboards to inform member practices of circulating viruses.

We would like to thank all the member practices and their patients within our network. Without the
support of our member practices and the use of their pseudonymised patients’ data, we would not
be able to carry out our crucial work of monitoring disease rates, assuring the effectiveness of
national vaccination programmes, and participating in other research projects.

This report is based on the clinical data and testing results of the samples collected from 462
member practices and brings together the principal elements of our work. It covers the period from
the 10" of May 2021 to the 8™ of May 2022 (International Standards Organisation (ISO) Week 19 of
2021 to ISO Week 18 of 2022), which includes the entire 2021-2022 winter flu season. We
summarise the key surveillance findings of the year and highlight the changes in the RSC surveillance
network.

2. Whatwe do

RSC’s aim

RSC is dedicated to ensuring the health and safety of communities by implementing comprehensive
disease surveillance and conducting advanced research.



RSC builds a nationally representative Primary Care Sentinel Cohort (PCSC) by recruiting member
practices across England and Wales, ensuring a wide and balanced geographical distribution. The
representativeness of the population was evaluated based on region, age, sex, ethnicity,
socioeconomic status (measured by the Index of Multiple Deprivation, IMD), smoking status, obesity
status, comorbidities (measured by the Cambridge Multimorbidity Score, CMMS), and frailty
(Appendix A).2

RSC’s pseudonymised patient-level primary care database captures clinical information of patients
registered with RSC member practices through the CMR system. We are particularly interested in
capturing clinical information on (1) the presentation of symptoms suggestive of respiratory
infections such as influenza-like illness (ILI) or acute respiratory illness (ARI); (2) the diagnoses of
respiratory infectious diseases, including influenza, COVID-19, and other pathogens; (3) the
diagnoses of diseases caused by environmental factors, such as hay fever; and (4) detailed
vaccination and some other treatment records of the patients. A subset of the PCSC collects virology
swabs and/or blood samples for virological and/or serological analysis.

RSC's disease surveillance was conducted across the PCSC but reported separately for both the
entire population and carefully curated risk groups, such as geographical areas and age groups. The
purpose was to identify high-risk groups for the monitored conditions.

Monitoring disease incidence

The Oxford-RCGP RSC works in close collaboration with the UKHSA. The principal funding of the RSC
is from the UKHSA, this collaboration with UKHSA and its predecessors has been running successfully
for over 50 years 1. The RSC is UKHSA’s principal primary care surveillance system, working in
collaboration with other sources of health service data. The RSC is recruited to be nationally
representative (Appendix A).

Our data feeds into UKHSA’s surveillance system, providing an early warning of epidemics or unusual
patterns of disease. Our monitoring alerts health services to seasonal events that place pressure on
resources, such as the start of seasonal influenza epidemics and allows services to be planned
accordingly.

In the 2021/22 season, we monitored on a weekly basis the incidence rate of 38 communicable and
respiratory diseases specified by UKHSA (Table 1). The incidence rate was based on the diagnoses
recorded by general practitioners in our member practices during the week.

The legal basis of our work with UKHSA is The Health Service (Control of Patient Information)
Regulations 2002 establish a legal basis in England and Wales for data to be disclosed for public health
purposes without patient consent. Our surveillance work with UKHSA is under Regulation 3 and some
health promotion work is under Regulation 5. The specific projects, including the extension to conduct
COVID-19 surveillance, were individually approved by the UKHSA Caldicott Guardian, and then on an
annual basis. All other studies obtain their own ethical approval.

Collecting virology and serology samples

A subset of the PCSC collects virology swabs and/or blood samples for virological and/or serological
analysis. Only virological results are reported back to PCSC practices and the patient, although it
must be stressed that this is not a diagnostic service. Practices are reimbursed for each virology and
serology sample they submit for testing and code accurately. Both virology and serology samples are
transported to UKHSA reference laboratories where they are analysed and stored in dedicated
biobanks for onward research.

Virology samples were collected randomly from throat swabs taken from patients presenting with
influenza-like illness (ILI) in RSC participating practices. This is to identify organisms with epidemic or
pandemic potential and analyse the details (i.e. sequencing) of the circulating viruses, especially in
winter seasons. Virological samples collected in RSC participating practices were analysed in UKHSA's
respiratory virus reference laboratory in Colindale, London. The analysis of viruses other than SARS-
CoV-2 was suspended in the 2020/21 season to support the mass testing of COVID-19. In the
2021/22 season, we gradually resumed testing for other viruses, including influenza viruses,
respiratory syncytial virus (RSV), human metapneumovirus (hMPV), adenoviruses, rhinovirus, and
enterovirus.

Serology samples were obtained opportunistically from volunteer patients attending routine blood
tests at sampling practices within the PCSC. These patients may be having blood tests as part of an
acute illness or chronic disease management or prevention, leading to an overrepresentation of risk
groups. These samples are primarily used to estimate population exposure to COVID-19; however,
serological surveillance has also been successfully applied to monitoring levels of population
exposure to influenza and diphtheria. This work also collects data on incidences of rare clotting
events postvaccination via platelet factor 4 levels. Serology samples are managed by UKHSA’s
Vaccine Evaluation Unit in Manchester.

Measuring vaccine effectiveness

RSC contributes crucial clinical data for vaccine effectiveness studies carried out by the UKHSA.
UKHSA regularly evaluates the effectiveness of influenza vaccines before the COVID-19 pandemic to
inform its vaccination policy. During 2021/22, the vaccines that were evaluated using RSC data were
the influenza vaccine and the COVID-19 vaccine. RSC provided patient clinical data and vaccination
records to support vaccine uptake studies in both general and target populations and vaccine
effectiveness studies on circulating viruses, especially influenza.

Identifying disparities in the clinical presentation of diseases

The richness of RSC'’s clinical data allows us to identify demographic factors around clinical
presentations. The aim of this is to understand any disparities in clinical presentation, concerning
key demographic characteristics. This should guide clinical practice in identifying at-risk groups, and
provide a strong basis for public health interventions.



Helping to change clinical practice

The RSC relies on practices agreeing to share their pseudonymised patient data with us —and, in
return, their aggregated data provides evidence for research that is used to improve clinical practice
and patient outcomes.

We want to provide benefits for our practices beyond their altruism in supporting public health. We
pay practices for the time involved in taking specimens and our practice liaison team provide a range
of feedback to practices to improve engagement with our work and the quality of data collected. This
includes the weekly newsletter and access to real-time dashboards for practices to see the number of
microbiological samples they have provided in comparison to the whole RSC network. We continue to
encourage high-quality clinical records, such as primary care CMR and vaccine exposure data, to
support vaccine effectiveness studies for COVID-19 and influenza vaccines. Member practices also
have the opportunity to participate in research studies including trials.

3. What was new this year

In the previous 2020/21 season, we introduced COVID-19 virology testing and shifted from testing
for influenza and other respiratory viruses to exclusively testing for COVID-19. In this 2021/22
season, we progressively reintroduced virology testing for other viruses. The Moderna COVID-19
vaccine was introduced in the UK as part of Phase 2 of the COVID-19 vaccination program on 13 April
2021.

4. The RSC dataset

Our data extraction process and information governance

We have a data sharing agreement (DSA) with RSC member practices. They agree to provide
pseudonymised data for “SQUIRE” purposes 4, namely surveillance, quality improvement, research
and education. Patients who have withheld consent for data sharing, for any reason, are excluded
from our analyses. These patients are identified through an ‘opt-out’ code, which the automatic
extraction process uses to exclude them.

CMR data from member practices is extracted using a pseudonymised NHS number as the unique
key linking identifier, either daily or twice weekly. Data are pseudonymised (this is a process that
scrambles any strong identifiers such as name, NHS number, and date of birth) as close to the source
as possible, this varies between brands of computer systems, for example, Egton Medical
Information Systems (EMIS) and The Phoenix Partnership (TPP) SystmOne. All data transfers are
encrypted.

The pseudonymised NHS numbers and pseudonymisation algorithm for data linkage enable us to link
data to other data sources at an individual level, without knowing the identity of these individuals.
This includes linkage to results held by UKHSA, hospital and death data, and other disease registries.

Additionally, we can link to other data collected from individually consented patients. All of the data
were handled following the OXFORD-RCGP RSC Data Management Standard Operating Procedures
(SOPs). This met NHS Digital’s Data Security and Protection (DSP) Toolkit requirements.



The Oxford Royal College of General Practitioners Clinical Informatics Digital Hub (ORCHID) is
compliant with Data Protection Legislation, which relates to the protection of individuals with regard
to the Processing of Personal Data to which a Party is subject, including the Data Protection Act 1998
and EU Directive 95/46/EC, and the subsequent General Data Protection Regulation ((EU) 2016/679)
(“GDPR”). It is also compliant with the NHS DSP and subject to DSA with all relevant parties.

The dataset used for the RSC annual report 21/22

The dataset used in this report was extracted in June 2024 using the bulk practice database for
December 2022. This report covers the period from 10 May 2021 to 8 May 2022 (ISO Week 19 of
2021 to ISO Week 18 of 2022). It includes 4,573,626 registrants from 463 practices in week 19 of
2021 and 5,127,735 registrants from 499 practices in week 18 of 2022. This includes all patients who
were registered with one of the RSC member practices for at least one week during the reporting
period. There is one exception to this: the dataset used to calculate influenza vaccine coverage. The
datasets for swabbing results and vaccine effectiveness were defined differently for the specific
purposes of the end-of-influenza season report.

For the week-by-week disease incidence graphs, we include episodes of disease in the numerator if
the patient was validly registered with a practice within the RSC network at the time of the episode.
The denominator includes all registered patients for that particular week.

Representativeness of the RSC sample population

Our goal is to ensure that the RSC database is as representative as the national population, thereby
minimising sampling bias in studies conducted using our data. This section presents the demographic
(age and gender) breakdown of our sample population for the 2021/22 season and compares it with
that of England as a whole. The geographical distribution of the RSC practices is also presented in
this section. The sample population includes all patients who were registered with an RSC member
practice for at least one week during the reporting period.

The RSC sample population has increased after more practices joined our network this season, but it
remains generally representative of the national population in terms of age and sex distribution.
However, individuals under 18 years old are slightly under-represented (Figure 1). A detailed age-sex
breakdown of the RSC network across NHS regions is presented in Appendix A.

Note: the bars show the number of patients within our dataset, by gender and age band, and the lines show
the distribution of the corresponding population of England as a whole.

We aim to maintain a balanced geographical distribution of the RSC member practices by varying our
priorities for recruitment. The distribution of the RSC member practices in the 2021/22 season is
presented in Figure 2.

5. COVID-19 and Influenza

Work on COVID-19 and influenza is the central part of the RSC’s activity in the 2021/22 season. In
addition to surveillance of weekly incidence of influenza-like illness, we conducted a programme of
virological swabbing throughout the flu season and analysed vaccine uptake and effectiveness.

Virology sampling programme

UKHSA suspended testing for influenza and other viruses, focusing solely on SARS-CoV-2 strains
through the virology swabbing program within RSC since 2020 in response to the COVID-19
pandemic. In the 2021/22 season, the virology testing of other viruses was progressively
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reintroduced. A total of 4,246 virology samples were collected in RSC in the 2021/22 season (Figure

3).

In the 2021/22 season, a total of 20,582 serology samples were collected, of which 18,354 were

linkable to the RSC’s primary care data (Error! Reference source not found.). Most of the samples w
ere taken from the adult population.

Vaccine uptake

At RSC, we monitor the uptake of the influenza vaccine in the population groups outlined in the flu
vaccination program rolled out by UKHSA®. The extended flu vaccination programme was still
running this season, which covered risk groups and adults aged 55-64.

In the 2021/22 season, the influenza vaccine uptake in the over 65 years group was satisfactory
(79%), while the uptake was comparatively low in children aged 4-17 (36%) (Table 3).

GP records are of high quality for vaccinations carried out in primary care. However, where
vaccinations are carried out outside primary care data about these may not reach the primary care
CMR ©.

Vaccine effectiveness

RSC data was one of the primary data sources for UKHSA’s evaluation of COVID-19 and influenza
vaccine effectiveness during the 2021/22 season. The text below is taken from the published
evaluations.

There was no reduction in S-antibody positivity in most clinical risk groups, however reduced S-
antibody positivity and response was significant in the immunosuppressed group. Reduced vaccine
effectiveness against clinical disease was also noted in the immunosuppressed group; after a second
dose, effectiveness was moderate (Pfizer: 59.6%, 95%Cl 18.0—80.1%, AstraZeneca 60.0%, 95%CI -
63.6-90.2%).".

We found good protection from influenza vaccination against influenza requiring emergency care in
children (72.7 % [95 % Cl 52.7, 84.3 %]) and modest effectiveness in adults (26.1 % [95 % Cl 4.5,
42.8 %]). Adult VE was higher for A(HIN1) (81 % [95 % CI 50, 93 %]) than A(H3N2) (33 % [95 % CI 6,
53 %]). Consistent protection was observable across preschool, primary and secondary school aged
children. Imperfect test specificity combined with very low prevalence may have biased estimates
towards null é.
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6. Disease incidence

At RSC, we monitor and report the incidence of 38 conditions in our weekly disease surveillance
reports. The incidence was presented by regions and age bands, and it was also compared with our
5-year average (Appendix B).

Graphs showing the weekly incidence of all monitored conditions in the 2021/22 season are included
in Appendix B. These graphs follow the same format as those in the RSC weekly surveillance report
but are presented as an annual amalgamation. The five-year average presented in the graphs was
calculated using data from the 5-year period prior to the start of the season.

The COVID-19 lockdown in England was lifted through the roadmap out of lockdown starting in
March 2021 °. Compared to the low incidence rates of the monitored conditions in the 2020/21
season, the incidence rates returned to normal in the 2021/22 season, except for several conditions.
The data are presented in this report by disease chapter. The key points for each chapter are as
follows:

Water and food-borne disorders: Presentations of intestinal infections remained below the 5-year
average from week 19 of 2021 to week 8 of 2022, then increased to align with the 5-year average for
the remainder of the 2021/22 season. The incidence of non-infective enteritis/colitis and viral
hepatitis mostly aligned with the 5-year average.

Environmentally-sensitive disorders: National rates of asthma were mainly at the 5-year average
before week 49 of 2021, and then dropped to under the 5-year average for the remainder of the
2020/21 season. Conjunctivitis was mostly at below 5-year average levels, except between week 45
and 49 of 2021. Allergic rhinitis aligned with the 5-year average, with the usual peak occurring
between weeks 23 and 25, but the 2021/22 season’s peak was higher than the 5-year average.
Respiratory/chest symptoms were at or below the 5-year averages.

Respiratory infections: Nationally, all monitored respiratory infections were at or below the 5-year
average. The incidence of acute bronchitis, pleurisy, strep throat/peritonsillar abscess, and pertussis
was considerably lower than the 5-year average throughout the 2021/22 season. The incidence of
common cold, influenza-like illness (ILI), laryngitis/tracheitis, pleurisy, pneumonia, respiratory
disorders, acute sinusitis, tonsillitis/pharyngitis, upper respiratory tract infections, lower respiratory
tract infections, and acute otitis media was lower than the 5-year average during the winter of the
2021/22 season. The normal winter wave of ILI was absent in the 2021/22 season. The highest rates
of common cold, intestinal infections and respiratory disorders were seen in children under 4. The
incidence of COVID-19 reached a higher peak in week 1 of 2021, followed by a lower peak in week
12 of 2021.

Vaccine-sensitive disorders: The incidence rates of measles and mumps were below the 5-year
average in the 2021/22 season. The incidence rate of rubella was mostly at the 5-year average.

Skin contagions: The incidence rate of most monitored skin infections was below the 5-year average
during the 2021/22 season, except for bullous dermatoses, which matched the 5-year average.
Chickenpox remained below the 5-year average until week 12 of 2022, after which it began to
exceed the average.
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Disorders affecting the nervous system: Peripheral neuropathy, musculoskeletal symptoms and
meningitis and encephalitis rates were mostly at the 5-year average in the 2021/22 season.

Genitourinary system disorders: The national incidence rate of urinary tract infections was
considerably lower than the 5-year average.

7. Episode typing

Episode typing is defined as the episode type recorded by GPs at consultations that differentiate first
or new presentations from ongoing care. Episode type is the sole method through which we can
differentiate incident cases (first and new presentations) from prevalent cases (ongoing care or
reviews) using CMR. The ability to distinguish between incident and prevalent cases would enable a
more accurate estimation of disease incidence for surveillance purposes.

At the RSC, we regularly assess the episode typing for six conditions: allergic rhinitis, asthma,
bronchitis, influenza-like illness, intestinal infectious diseases, and urinary tract infections. To
enhance the quality of episode typing, RSC practices received continuous feedback on the quality of
their episode typing and reminders emphasising the importance of data quality. RSC’s quality check
for episode typing is based on the ratios of incident to prevalent cases. For example, we expect:

e Only a small proportion of people with influenza or influenza-like illness will be seen more
than once by their general practitioner. We therefore expect there to be very few follow-
ups.

e A higher proportion of people with acute bronchitis and/or bronchiolitis will be followed up.

e Most people with asthma (a long-term condition) will be seen for follow-up/review. In

asthma, we anticipate there will be many more reviews than new cases.
